John Schott wanted assurances that the Research standards were correct, and stated that there should be more consistency between townships (e.g. in forests and woodlands). Other topics discussed were the need to preserve open space as natural areas, rather than mowed lawns, to aid in rainfall infiltration and habitat preservation, and encouraging the use of  alternative lawn care machinery to reduce both pollutant and noise emissions.
